1. What is the occasion of the poem? (What does it commemorate?)

2. How would you summarize the narrative of the poem?

3. In what sense is Shadwell Flecknoe’s son? 

4. If Flecknoe’s speech identifying Shadwell as his successor (lines 15-26) should be complimentary, what do the 
lines suggest about Shadwell?  About Flecknoe? 

5. Where does Dryden place the coronation and how does he describe it?  What is the significance of this 
environment?



6. What does the “yet declaiming bard” prophesy about his successor? 

7. How does Dryden treat his fellow Restoration playwrights in the poem?  What is the significance of this?  How 
does he treat earlier playwrights?  What is the significance of this? 

8. If satire aims to correct vice, what does “Mac Flecknoe” aim to correct? 

9. What does the word “dullness” imply in the poem? 

10. “Mac Flecknoe” is a poem that uses the political concerns over proper succession to illustrate a problem in the 
literary kingdom.  What parallel (metaphor) does Dryden contruct?  What are the implications of the 
comparison?
